The FIA International Sporting Code is applicable for protests and appeals. Any 

protests should be made in accordance with the Rules. If not specified in the 

relevant championship regulations, the National Protest fee is AED 1,500 (as per 
EMSO NSC Art. 10.3)  

National Appeal Fee is AED 7,500 with a bond of AED 12,000 for each part of the 

vehicle if the protest or appeal required the dismantling and the reassembly of 

different parts of a vehicle (Art. 10.7) 
All protest fees are to be made in cash only.  
 

Awards 
In accordance with the Championship Sporting Regulations.  

 

Starting Positions 
The specific format for the events and qualification for races will be set by 

Championship Regulations or be advised by the organizers in Final Instructions 

or an official event bulletin/briefing. 
 

Starters 
In compliance with the track license, the maximum number of permitted cars / 

bikes for each competition to take part in the event is 42 GT Cars, 25 Single 
Seaters and 25 bikes. 

 

Insurance 
All drivers are insured in respect of Third-Party Public liability during the event. 
However, Sportsbikes riders are not covered under the Dubai Autodrome 

insurance policy(s).  

Additionally, competitors are strongly advised to make their own arrangements 

with regard to personal accident/injury cover and cover for damage to their 
vehicles and those of other competitors taking part. 

 

Additional Regulations 
1. Signals: The use of signals will be in compliance with Appendix H of the FIA 

International Sporting Code as well as any additional Series Regulations, if 
any. 

2. Classifications: The classifications will be drawn up in compliance with the 

relevant Series Regulations and published on the officials notice board. 

3. Pit Lane Speed Limited: max. 60 km/h 

4. Drivers Briefing: Attendance is mandatory. Non-attendance will be penalized 
as per the relevant Series Regulations.  

5. Parc Fermé: In Parc Fermé behind Tech Bay Garages, unless otherwise 

advised by Pit Lane Marshals
